There are four different devotions on each GodTime
card. Each devotion is designed to be done on a
different day. The first one (labeled “"Read Me First")
can be done on the way home or soon thereafter.

"Day 1" is designed to be done next, and so forth.

Each day’s devotion includes:
1. a verse(s) to read
2. a devotion paragraph that teaches something

about God and an explanation of today’s verse(s) 2D H@ME
3. an activity that makes real-life application of the e A

4. a suggested prayer.

K-3rd graders

Even though kids in early elementary (kindergarten
through 3rd grade) are beginning to read things on
their own, most are not mature enough to have a
God time by themselves. Encourage parents to do
this with their children.
